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Nebraska returns to Memorial Stadium for the first of two November home games, taking on Maryland
on Saturday. Kickoff between the Huskers and Terrapins is set for shortly after 11 a.m. CT. The game
will be broadcast on Peacock, NBC's streaming service. The game can be heard on the Huskers Radio
Network, the official Huskers App and Huskers.com. Saturday's game will also be Nebraska's Military
Appreciation and Veterans Day Salute game.

Nebraska enters the game with a 5-4 record and a 3-3 Big Ten Conference mark. The Huskers are coming
off a 20-17 setback at Michigan State last Saturday. The Huskers were tied 10-10 at halftime, but 10
Michigan State points in an eight-minute span in the middle of the second half spelled the difference.
The loss kept Nebraska in search of a sixth victory to gain bowl eligibility in the 2023 season.

Nebraska plays two of its three remaining games at home. The Huskers are 4-1 at Memorial Stadium
this season and are looking for a fifth home victory for the first time since winning all seven home games
in the 2016 campaign.

Maryland comes to Lincoln with a 5-4 record, including a 2-4 mark in Big Ten Conference play. The Terps
opened the year with five straight victories, but have dropped their past four games, including a pair of
losses to opponents ranked in the top 10.

Coach Mike Locksley's team is headlined by one of the Big Ten's most explosive offenses, as Maryland
ranks third in the conference in total offense at nearly 400 yards per game. Maryland ranks second in
the Big Ten in passing offense at 280.8 yards per game. Defensively, the Terps are stout against the run,
allowing just 114.7 yards per game on the ground.

THIS WEEK'S NUMBERS

Saturday will mark just the third all-time matchup between Nebraska and Maryland
3 and only the second in Lincoln. The previous matchup at Memorial Stadium was a
28-7 Nebraska win in 2016.

Eight of Nebraska's nine opponents have been held to less than 100 rushing yards.
8 Nebraska last held eight foes under 100 rushing yards in 2009, and has not held nine
opponents to less than 100 yards on the ground in this century.

Nebraska has had 46 different players start at least one game on offense or defense
this season. That includes 26 players on offense and 20 on defense. Tommi Hill has
started games on both sides of the ball.

NOTING LAST WEEK'S GAME

Nebraska held MSU to 63 rushing yards in
the game, marking the eighth time in nine
games the Huskers held their opponent
under 100 rushing yards.

Nebraska did not allow a rushing touchdown
to Michigan State, the fourth straight
game without an opponent rushing TD,
Nebraska's first four-game stretch without
allowing a rushing score since the first four
games of the 2012 season.

Nebraska was not charged with a penalty,
marking the first time the Huskers were
not penalized since Sept. 3, 2005, against
Maine.

Thomas Fidone’s 27-yard reception in
the first quarter was the second-longest
reception of his Nebraska career. He had
three catches for a career-high 43 yards,
surpassing 42-yard efforts against Northern
lllinois and at Illinois.

Mikai Gbayor shared a first-quarter sack,
marking the first sack of his Nebraska career.

Heinrich Haarberg had his fifth rushing TD
of the season in the second quarter. It marks
the sixth straight year and ninth time in the
past 10 years NU has had a quarterback
rush for at least five touchdowns.

Michigan State kicked a field goal in the first
quarter, marking the first opponent in four road
games this season to score in the first quarter.
Overall, MSU was just the third opponent to
score in the first quarter this season.

Michigan State converted a second-quarter
red-zone trip into a touchdown. That
TD ended a streak of seven consecutive
opponent red-zone trips  without a
touchdown.

NINE NEW FACES AMONG 10 FULL-TIME ASSISTANTS

Nine of Nebraska’s 10 full-time assistant coaches are in their first season on the Husker sideline in

2023, with offensive line coach Donovan Raiola, in his second season at Nebraska. Including Head
Coach Matt Rhule, nine of 11 full-time coaches have experience at both the college and NFL levels.

Offensive coordinator Marcus Satterfield also guides the Husker quarterbacks. Satterfield is in
his 12th season as an offensive coordinator, including the 2021-22 at South Carolina. He also
owns two seasons of experience as a head coach, leading Tennessee Tech in 2016 and 2017.

Running backs coach E.J. Barthel has three seasons of prior experience on Rhule’s staffs at
Temple and Carolina. Most recently, he guided the UConn running backs in 2022, helping the
Huskies rank as one of the most improved teams in the country.

Josh Martin was promoted to tight ends coach in July of 2023. He boasts previous experience
as a tight ends coach at SMU (2018-21) and Arizona State (2015). Martin helped a pair of tight
ends become NFL Draft picks in his four seasons at SMU.

Garret McGuire coaches the Husker receivers. McGuire played for Rhule at Baylor and served
on his Panthers’ staff. Garret is the son of Texas Tech head coach Joey McGuire.

The defensive staff is led by coordinator Tony White. He has 15 seasons as a full-time assistant
at the FBS level, including the previous three seasons as the defensive coordinator at Syracuse.
White led the Orange to back-to-back top-25 total defense rankings in 2021 and 2022, one of
only 12 programs nationally to achieve that statistical milestone.

Evan Cooper has served on Rhule’s staff at each of his four head coaching stops. Cooper served
as a defensive backs coach with the Panthers and at Baylor and also brings an extensive player
personnel and evaluation background to the staff.

Rob Dvoracek leads the linebackers. He played for Rhule at Temple before coaching with the
Owls. Dvoracek also went on to be a part of Rhule's staffs at both Baylor and in the NFL.

Defensive line coach Terrance Knighton spent the past two seasons working on Rhule’s staff
with the Panthers. Knighton owns the most accomplished playing career among Nebraska’s
coaches, starting 96 games during his seven-year career as an NFL defensive lineman.

Ed Foley serves as the Huskers' special teams coordinator. He is the most experienced member
of the coaching staff, heading into his 35th year of coaching this fall. Foley has been with Rhule
at each of his three previous stops, and Foley also has head coaching experience, leading
Fordham for two seasons and twice serving as Temple’s interim head coach.

BLACKSHIRTS FLEXING MUSCLES IN 2023

Nebraska's defense has been excellent in 2023, ranking among the Big Ten's best teams in

defending the run and pressuring the passer. Nebraska also boasts one of the nation's most
improved defenses under first-year Head Coach Matt Rhule and defensive coordinator Tony White.

The Husker defense ranks fifth in the Big Ten and 16th nationally in total defense, allowing 298.3
yards per game. The total defense average is a 116.1-yard improvement when compared to
2022, when Nebraska allowed 414.4 yards per game.

Nebraska ranks 11th nationally in allowing only 4.58 yards per play. NU allows 2.57 yards per
opponent rushing attempt, which ranks fourth in the country.

Northern lllinois managed just 149 total yards in the Huskers' 35-11 victory on Sept. 16. The
Huskies had just 87 total yards before the final drive of the game. The 149 total yards were
the fewest by a Nebraska opponent since Kansas had 87 yards on Nov. 13, 2010. The last time
Nebraska had limited a Big Ten opponent to fewer than 200 yards was at lllinois in 2017.

Nebraska held a second opponent to less than 200 yards, limiting Purdue to 195 total yards. It
marked the first conference opponent Nebraska held to fewer than 200 yards since allowing 199
at lllinois in 2017.

Purdue rushed for 96 yards and passed for 99 in the 31-14 Nebraska victory on Oct. 28. It
marked the first time since a 2012 win over Minnesota that Nebraska held an opponent to less
than 100 yards both rushing and passing.

The Huskers held back-to-back conference opponents to single-digit scoring including lllinois
(7) and Northwestern (9). That marked the first time Nebraska held consecutive conference
opponents to single digits, since holding Kansas (3) and Texas A&M (9) in November of 2010.
The Huskers held three straight opponents (lllinois, Northwestern, Purdue) to less than 15 points
for the first time since 2009.

Overall, Nebraska has limited six of nine opponents to 14 or fewer points. That marks the most
opponents held to 14 or fewer points since also holding six foes to 14 or fewer in 2011 (13
games). The last time the Blackshirts have held more than six opponents to 14 or fewer points
was in 2009, when Nebraska held 10 of 14 opponents to 14 or less.

Husker opponents have converted just 48 percent of red-zone drives into touchdowns this
season. That mark ranks 20th nationally. Nebraska prevented touchdowns on seven straight
opponent red zone trips from the lllinois game through the first quarter of the Michigan State
game before the Spartans converted a second-quarter trip into a touchdown.

RUNNING ATTACK POWERS HUSKER OFFENSE

In addition to the success of shutting down the opponents' running game, the Nebraska offense
has relied on a powerful running game in 2023. The Huskers are averaging 185.4 rushing yards per
game to lead the Big Ten and rank 32nd nationally.

e Nebraska rushed for 312 yards in its victory over Louisiana Tech, marking its first 300-yard
rushing game since running for 427 yards against Northwestern in 2021.

e The Huskers rushed for 200 yards in three straight games against Colorado, Northern lllinois and
Louisiana Tech, marking NU's first time with 200-plus rushing yards in three straight games since
2018 (Northwestern, Minnesota, Bethune-Cookman).

* Nebraska topped 180 rushing yards in each of the first four games, its longest such streak since
having five straight games with more than 180 rushing yards in the middle of the 2018 season.

e Quarterback Heinrich Haarberg (157 yards) and running back Anthony Grant (135 yards) each
topped the century mark against Louisiana Tech. It marked the first time Nebraska had two
players crack 100 rushing yards in the same game since QB Adrian Martinez and RB Dedrick
Mills did so against Rutgers in 2020.

e Nebraska has eight rushing plays of 30 yards or more which is tied for 17th nationally. The
Huskers had four 30-plus yard runs against Louisiana Tech.

* Nebraska ranks as one of just 12 teams in the nation to rank in the top 35 nationally in both
rushing offense and rushing defense, including just Nebraska and Rutgers in the Big Ten.

* Nebraska averages 108.2 more rushing yards per game than it allows to the opposition.
Nebraska is one of eight teams in the country and two in the Big Ten (Penn State) with a positive
rushing differential of at least 100 yards per game.

* Nebraska's ability to control the football was evident against Purdue when the Huskers opened
the scoring with a 15-play, 87-yard drive that consumed 8:52. That was Nebraska's longest drive
of the season in terms of plays, yards and time, and it was the longest drive in time for Nebraska
since a 9:24 scoring drive against Northwestern in 2017.

HAARBERG ENGINEERING NEBRASKA OFFENSE

Sophomore quarterback Heinrich Haarberg has started the past seven games, guiding Nebraska
to a 5-2 record. The native of Kearney, Neb., led Nebraska wins over Northern Illinois and Louisiana
Tech in his first two starts, and was the first Husker quarterback to win his first two starts since
Tommy Armstrong did the same in 2013.

® Haarberg has averaged 202.3 yards of total offense in his five starts, passing for a total of 954
yards and rushing for 466 yards.

e Haarberg accounted for 256 yards of total offense in his first start-a 35-11 win over Northern
lllinois, including 98 rushing yards and 158 passing yards. He also had three total touchdowns,
two through the air and one rushing score.

e Haarberg rushed for 157 yards and threw for 107 yards in the win over Louisiana Tech. His 157
rushing yards were the most by a Husker quarterback since Adrian Martinez also rushed for
157 yards at Rutgers in the 2020 regular-season finale. It was the 18th time in school history a
quarterback has topped 150 rushing yards.

® Haarberg had three runs of better than 30 yards against Louisiana Tech, including a 72-yard
touchdown run and runs of 43 and 32 yards. He has a total of five runs of 25 yards or more.

® Haarberg accounted for three TDs against Northern lllinois, and is the first Husker quarterback
to have three total touchdowns in his first career start at Nebraska since Adrian Martinez had
three touchdowns in his first career start against Colorado in 2018.

® Haarberg is the first Nebraska native to start at quarterback for the Huskers since Noah Vedral
started games against Indiana and Minnesota in 2019. Haarberg is just the fourth Nebraska
native to start a game at quarterback since 2002 (Vedral, Ryker Fyfe, Ron Kellogg Ill). Omaha
native Eric Crouch started 42 games at quarterback for Nebraska from 1998 to 2001.

e Haarberg was the first Nebraska native to start and win a game since Fyfe led Nebraska to a 28-7
win over Maryland in 2016, and first native Nebraskan to win multiple games at quarterback
since Crouch.

KEMP RANKS AMONG ACTIVE LEADERS IN CAREER RECEPTIONS

Virginia transfer Billy Kemp IV is in his first season at Nebraska as one of the most experienced and
accomplished receivers in the country. Kemp played in 50 games, including 25 starts, in five years at
Virginia. He is eligible to play this fall after the NCAA granted all UVA players in their final season of
eligibility one additional year of eligibility after a shooting on the Charlottesville campus that killed
three football players and led to the cancellation of the final two games of Virginia's season.

¢ Kemp caught 192 passes for 1,774 yards and eight touchdowns in his Virginia career. He ranked
fourth all-time at Virginia in receptions and 10th in receiving yards.

e Kemp has a team-high 21 catches in eight games this season and is 11th among all active FBS
players with 213 career receptions, hitting the 200-catch mark against Northern lllinois.

e Kemp has 1,990 receiving yards in his career and is just shy of joining the 2,000 receiving yards
club.

e Kemp has two touchdowns this season, a touchdown catch against Northern lllinois and a nine-
yard TD run against Louisiana Tech. It was his first career collegiate touchdown run, and his 10th
overall touchdown.

® Kemp was injured in the second quarter of Nebraska's win over Northwestern and missed the
Purdue contest. He returned only for special teams action against Michigan State.

REIMER AIMS TO CLIMB NEBRASKA'S ALL-TIME TACKLES LIST

Linebacker Luke Reimer was Nebraska's leading tackler in both 2021 and 2022, recording 194
tackles in 22 total games in those two seasons. Reimer has amassed 275 tackles with 7.0 sacks and
20.5 tackles for loss in his career. Reimer was one of 80 FBS players named to the Lombardi Award
preseason watch list. Reimer has 30 tackles in seven games this season, while missing two games
(Michigan, lllinois) because of injury.

e With 275 career tackles, Reimer is third in career tackles among Big Ten players, trailing only
lowa's Nick Jackson, an offseason transfer from Virginia, and Michigan State's Cal Halady. Reimer
was the only returning Big Ten player with 220 or more tackles entering 2023.

e Reimer is looking to become the fourth Husker to lead Nebraska in tackles three straight seasons
since complete tackle statistics are available beginning in 1965.

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GIFFORD LEADING NEBRASKA SECONDARY

Safety Isaac Gifford has established himself as a difference maker in the Nebraska secondary
in 2023, leading the team with 60 tackles. The Lincoln native is among the Big Ten leaders in pass
breakups (7th) and passes defended per game (9th).

e Gifford has been at his best in recent weeks. He had a five-game stretch with at least seven
tackles in each game, including a season-high 10 tackles against Purdue. It marked the second
double-figure tackle effort of his career. Gifford has six games this season with at least seven
tackles.

¢ Gifford has a team-high seven pass breakups and 0.9 passes defended per game. He had a
career-high three PBU in a 20-7 win at lllinois.

¢ Gifford was among the top Blackshirts in 2022, recording 70 tackles, including 43 solo stops a
year ago.

HUTMACHER A BEAR FOR HUSKER OPPONENTS

Junior nose tackle Nash Hutmacher has emerged as one of the Big Ten's most dominant
defensive linemen during the 2023 season. The "Polar Bear" has recorded 29 tackles in 2023,
including four sacks and a team-high 6.5 tackles for loss. Hutmacher came into the 2023 season
with 15 career tackles and 0.5 tackle for loss.

® Hutmacher produced perhaps the most dominant game of his career against Northwestern.
The South Dakota native had a career-high seven tackles, including 2.5 sacks.

® Hutmacher's sacks against Northwestern made a huge impact for a defense that recorded eight
sacks, 13 TFL and limited the Wildcats to 81 rushing yards.

e Overall, Hutmacher had a hand in four sacks in the Northwestern game. The first came on the
Wildcats' opening drive, forcing Northwestern out of field goal range. The second came after
the Wildcats took possession on the Nebraska 13, and forced Northwestern to settle for a field
goal. His final sack of the game came after the Wildcats reached the Nebraska 5 in the fourth
quarter and once again forced a field goal to keep Nebraska's lead at eight points.

HUSKERS POSSESS VETERAN OFFENSIVE LINE

Arguably the most experienced unit on the Nebraska team is the offensive line. The group is also
the only unit that did not have a new position coach in 2023, as Donovan Raiola was the lone full-
time assistant on Nebraska's 2022 coaching staff to join Head Coach Matt Rhule's staff.

Husker offensive linemen have combined for 167 career starts, including 140 starts at Nebraska.

Bryce Benhart leads the way with 38 career starts, starting 38 of Nebraska's 40 games at right
tackle since the start of the 2020 season. Benhart's 38 starts at right tackle are tied for the
second-most at the position in school history.

Turner Corcoran started 31 of 32 games through the Northwestern game, including 30 straight,
with 26 starts at left tackle, three starts at left guard and two starts at right tackle. Ethan Piper
started 25 games at left guard in his career. Both Corcoran and Piper were lost for the season due
to injuries suffered in the Northwestern game.

® The offensive line was bolstered with two additional veterans in 2023 with the addition of Arizona
State transfer Ben Scott and the return of Nouredin Nouili. Scott, who was named to the
preseason watch list for the Rimington Trophy, made 28 starts for the Sun Devils the previous
three seasons with starting experience at center (11 starts) and right tackle (17 starts). Scott has
started eight games at center this season. Nouili, who sat out the 2022 season, returned this fall
after he started the final seven games of the 2021 campaign at left guard. He has started eight
of nine games at right guard this season, missing only the Purdue game because of an injury.

Teddy Prochazka (7 starts) and Henry Lutovsky (3 starts) also entered the season with multiple
career starts. Prochazka emerged as a true freshman starter at left tackle midway through 2021
before suffering a season-ending injury. He then started the first three games last season at left
tackle before suffering another season-ending injury. Both Prochazka and Lutovsky made their
first starts of the 2023 season against Purdue filling in for injured players. Redshirt freshman
Justin Evans-Jenkins has started three games this season, including the past two at left guard in
place of the injured Piper.

Sixteen Huskers are playing this season as college graduates, including 11 players who earned

their degrees from Nebraska and five players who joined the Husker program as graduate transfers.

In addition to the 16 players who have already graduated, 13 Huskers are on track to earn their

degrees in December of 2023.

HUSKERS FACING 10 POWER FIVE OPPONENTS

Nebraska opened the 2023 season with a Big Ten road game before three non-conference games.

This marked the sixth straight year Nebraska has played its Big Ten opener away from Lincoln.

Nebraska opened its season with a conference matchup (at Minnesota) for just the 16th time in
school history, but for the fourth straight season.

NU opened with back-to-back road games at Minnesota and Colorado. The Huskers began the
season with consecutive road games for the first time since 1995, when second-ranked NU won
at Oklahoma State (64-21) and Michigan State (50-10).

Among the 69 Power Five schools, Nebraska and Stanford were the only teams that played
consecutive road games to open the 2023 season.

® The Huskers' first home game against Northern lllinois on Sept. 16 was NU's latest home opener

since 1981 (excluding 2020 Covid season).

The Huskers have played two games against teams ranked at game time, including at No. 22
Colorado (Sept. 9) and No. 2 Michigan (Sept. 30).

Nebraska is playing its 134th football season this fall, and the Huskers have historically been one
the top programs in college football history.

Nebraska ranks eighth in NCAA history with 917 wins and seventh with 53 all-time bowl game
appearances.

NU has won five national championships. The Huskers’ four AP national titles (1970, 1971, 1994,
1995) are seventh all-time and NU's four coaches poll titles (1971, 1994, 1995, 1997) rank fourth.

Nebraska'’s 46 conference titles rank second in NCAA history.

Nebraska football has produced more Academic All-Americans (108) and NCAA Top 10 Award
winners (9) than any other team in any sport in NCAA history.
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HOME OF THE HUSKERS

Memorial Stadium celebrates its 100th year in
2023. In the fall of 1922, a drive for $430,000
in stadium construction funds was undertaken
by faculty, students, alumni and friends of the
University.

The stadium was named Memorial Stadium
to honor all Nebraskans who served in the
Civil and Spanish-American Wars; the 751
Nebraskans who died in World War |; the
3,839 in World War Il; the 225 in Korea; the
422 in Vietnam; and those in Iraq.

Construction was completed in a few more
than 90 working days and Memorial Stadium
was dedicated on Oct. 20, 1923, at the
Homecoming game in which Nebraska was
held to a scoreless tie by Kansas.

The field at Memorial Stadium was named
Tom Osborne Field - after the Huskers'
legendary Hall-of-Fame coach - in 1998, one
year after Osborne's retirement following 25
years and 255 victories as head coach.

e The Huskers recognized the 100-year
anniversary of Memorial Stadium against
Northwestern on Oct. 21. The first game
played in Memorial Stadium was a 24-0
shutout of Oklahoma on Oct. 13, 1923.

COACHING STAFF NOTES

e Matt Rhule is in his first season at Nebraska
in 2023. Rhule is in his 11th season as a head
coach after previously leading programs
at Temple (2013-16) and Baylor (2017-19)
along with a stint as head coach of the NFL's
Carolina Panthers (2020-22).

e In his last full season at the collegiate level in
2019, Rhule was named the Sporting News
National Coach of the Year and the Big 12
Coach of the Year after leading Baylor to
appearancesin the Big 12 Championship Game
and the Sugar Bowl.

e Rhule built winning programs at Temple and
Baylor. After laying the foundation in his first
two seasons at each stop, Rhule guided both
the Owls and Bears to a school-record win
total in his third season, when both teams also
playedin the conference championship game.

e Seven Husker assistants previously coached
on a Rhule staff: Marcus Satterfield (offensive
coordinator), Ed Foley (special teams
coordinator), E.J. Barthel (running backs),
Evan Cooper (secondary/defensive pass game
coordinator), Rob Dvoracek (linebackers),
Terrance Knighton (defensive line) and Garret
McGuire (wide receivers).

o Three Husker assistants are serving on a Rhule
staff for the first time: Tony White (defensive
coordinator), Josh Martin (tight ends) and
Donovan Raiola (offensive line).

Matt Rhule has a proven track record as a program builder. In his first two collegiate head
coaching jobs at Temple (2013-16) and Baylor (2017-19), Rhule led both the Owls and the Bears
to their most victories in school history in just his third season. He also took both teams to the

conference championship game in year three.

Rhule took Temple from two wins in his first season to a school-record 10 victories in both his
third and fourth seasons with an appearance in the conference championship game both seasons.
He then took Baylor from one win in his first season to a school-record 11 victories in his third
season and an appearence in the Big 12 Championship Game and the Sugar Bowl.

Over his last five collegiate seasons before taking the Nebraska job (2015-19), Rhule won one
conference title, three division titles and produced three seasons with double-digit wins.

TAKING TEMPLE TO NEW HEIGHTS
In his tenure at Temple from 2013 to 2016,
Rhule took the Owls to new heights.

e In Rhule's second season in 2014, Temple
posted the program's first win over an SEC
team since 1938, its first win over a ranked
opponent in 16 seasons and the program's
largest margin of victory in nearly 50 years.

Rhule won 10 games in both 2015 and 2016.
He is responsible for two of the three 10-win
seasons in Temple's 124-year history.

He also took the Owls to back-to-back bowl
games in 2015 and 2016, the first time Temple
played in a bowl in consecutive seasons.

In 2015, Rhule led Temple to the American
Athletic Conference Championship Game,
the first conference title game in program
history.

The next season, Rhule guided the Owls to
their second conference title in program
history and the first in nearly 40 years.

* Temple has spent a total of 16 weeks ranked
in the 87-year history of the Associated Press
top-25 poll. More than half of those top-25
rankings (9) came under Rhule in 2015 and
2016.
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AN ENCORE AT BAYLOR

At Temple, Rhule led the Owls to their highest

season win total in program history, their first
conference championship game appearance
and an impressive run in the national rankings.
He produced an encore by repeating each of
those same feats in three seasons at Baylor.

Baylor finished with 11 losses in Rhule's first
season in 2017 but two years later, he guided
the Bears to 11 wins in 2019. Baylor became
the first Power Five program to go from 11
losses to 11 wins in two or fewer seasons.

Baylor won its final two games of the 2018
season and its first nine games of the 2019
campaign. The 11 straight victories marked
the second-longest winning streak in school
history, while Baylor's 9-0 start in 2019 was
the best start in program history.

In 2019, Rhule led Baylor to its most wins (11)
in school history, the Bears advanced to their
first Big 12 Championship Game and played
in the Sugar Bowl for only the second time in
program history.

Baylor finished with a No. 13 ranking in 2019,
the Bears' second-highest final ranking since
1951.
